	⚫ $52 billion in federal student loans, supporting over 
1.4 million Michiganders pursuing education beyond 
a high school diploma, including first-generation 
college students.

	⚫ $793 million in Pell grants, ensuring over 169,000 
students can pursue a college degree regardless of 
income status.

	⚫ $10 million to support students enrolled in 
Michigan’s six minority-serving institutions, such as 
a historically Black college or university, a Hispanic-
serving institution, a tribal college or university, 
or an Asian American and Native American Pacific 
Islander-serving institution.
